Iris must predo minate in each design. Iris and other natural
materials used in the design need not be grown by the exhibitor.

Only one entry is permitted to an exhibitor in each section.

No artificial or plastic flowers or foliage are permitted. Accessories
permitted unless specified otherwise. Dried, treated or natural
materials (rocks, shells, etc.) may be used in all sections. Fresh plant
material cannot be treated in any way (painted, tinted), per the rules
of AIS. The exhibitor must furnish containers.

All entries must remain in place until the close of the show

All entries are eligible for First, Second, Third or Honorable Mention
ribbons where, in the opinion of the judges, quality merits
recognition.

An AIS large Purple Rosette will be awarded to the Best of Show.

An AIS large Purple Rosette will be awarded as an Artistic
Sweepstakes to the exhibitor with the most blue ribbons.



Horticulture Rules:

This show is a varietal show. Each variety in each group will
be judged separately and upon their own merits. All varieties
entered except for seedlings still under number must be
correctly named and must have been registered and
introduced to commerce in accordance with the rules of the
American Iris Society. Each exhibitor may enter only one
specimen of each variety, but may enter as many varieties as
desired.

The correct name of each specimen and the section and group
in which it is entered must be shown on the entry tag in the
space provided on both top and stub. The show Committee
may remove any specimen not considered worthy after
judging is completed.

A seedling is a cultivar, which has not yet been introduced to
commerce. An exhibitor may enter a seedling originated by
another person as well as those that he originated. Entry tags
for all seedling entered shall include the complete name and
address of the exhibitor as well as the name and address of
the hybridizer. The seedling name or number must appear on
the entry tag in the space provided both top and stub.

All Horticulture Section entries are to be exhibited as single
stalks. Standard containers will be furnished by the GKCIS.
The exhibitor must furnish containers for collections, English
boxes and artistic designs. Containers shall be plain and not
show the name of any product, manufacturer or any
advertising matter.

Entries will be staged by cultivar in alphabetical order.

Collections are to be displayed in one container. Each stalk
must be properly labeled to be eligible for an AIS award.

English Boxes will contain five flowers of a different variety in
the same class and be correctly labeled. Containers should be
180 x 240 with flowers mounted in sand or floral foam.

All Exhibitors are eligible

Entry Awards D One First Place, one SecondPlaceor one Third
Place ribbon may be given to each cultivar (variety) in any given
section, if merited, except in the Seedling division. Honorable
Mention ribbons may be awarded also.
Best Specimen of Show  DBLarge Purple rosette and an AIS
Certificate. A candidate for this award must be a named,
introduced variety or a properly identified Species or Interspecies
Cross (SPEC X) which best exhibits the characteristics most
typical and nearly perfect in its classification. The choice is made
from single specimen classes. It must have won a blue ribbon
and Best of Section (when Section requirements are met) and
must be displayed within the size limits of its official
requirements.
Best Specimen in each Section . Medium purple rosette.
Best Seedling of Show . Large purple rosette and AIS
Certificate. An Exhibition Certificate will be awarded to the best
seedling of the show and to any seedling receiving 5 or more
votes. From AIS accredited judges in attendance at the show.
Horticultural Sweepstakes . Most blue ribbons in the
Horticultural Division.
1. Silver Medal . AIS Silver Medal Certificate and large
purple rosette for the most blue ribbons won by an exhibitor.
2. Bronze Medal. AIS Bronze Medal Certificate for
Sweepstakes RunnerUp, for second most blue ribbons won
by an exhibitor.
3. Youth Sweepstakes. A small purple rosette will be
awarded to the youth grower with the largest number of
blue ribbons, provided that the number of youth exhibitors
and entries meet the criteria established by the AIS for
Section Medal Certificates. Youth Silver and Bronze Medals
will be awarded if there are two or more exhibitors and ten
or more entries of at least ten cultivars in the Youth Division.

Section Certificates.  Section Certificates will be awarded to
the exhibitor with the most blue ribbons in each section,
provided that the total number of entries and exhibitors meet
the criteria established by the American Iris Society.

This is an Iris Show approved by the American Iris Society and
conducted according to its rules. The official rules and regulations of
the American Iris Society cannot be violated.

Accredited judges of the American Iris Society will judge entries in
the Horticulture Division. Qualified judges shall judge the Design
Division. The decisions of the judges will be final.

The show is free and open to the public. Competitive entries must
be made by individuals and not by clubs, schools or other
organizations. All entries must have been grown in the exhibitorOs
own garden and have been his or her exclusive property prior to the
show except in the Design Division groups and except in the case of
specimens of iris species collected from their wild habitat.

All exhibitors must register and obtain entry tags. Entry tags must
be standard American Iris Society tags furnished by GKCIS.

All exhibitors are eligible for AIS ribbons and awards.

Entries will be received from 8:00 a.m. to 10:00 a.m . on the show
date. The exhibitor must enter all entries in person.

Late entries may be exhibited, space permitting, but they will be
marked ONot for CompetitionO and will not be judged. Judging will
begin promptly at 10:30 a.m.

Exhibits and awards must remain in place until the show closes.

The Show Committee and The Greater Kansas Qy Iris Society
assume no liability for damage, loss, theft or injury to exhibits or to
the personal property of exhibitors and others. Reasonable care will
be exercised to monitor the exhibits.

All entries in the Youth Division will be by section and must be
submitted by youth under 19 years of age.

In accordance with AIS rules, judges cannot exhibit in the show they
are judging.

Sections or groups for bulbous irises, collections and English boxes
are eligible to receive award ribbons, special section awards and
section rosettes. Award ribbons are included in the tally for Silver
and Bronze Medals and Certificates although these entries are NOT
eligible for the OBest Specimen of ShowO award.
